According to Better Business Bureau Spokesman
Ben lJipped, “there appear to be several groups

advantage of the situation to pad their bank
accounts while providing poor quality work if they
even finish the job.”

Ben said,
“At one time it was not uncommon to see groups of
these bikes hanging around street corners all over
the downtown, leaning on a utility pole or parking
meter.

Loaner Program Expanded
Yellow Experiment Has Taxpayers Seeing Red

On the heels of the widely publicized Yellow Bike
program, city officials announced today that early

in 2008 the program will be dramatically
expanded tfo include loaner luxury cars, home
appliances & designer rainwear. Ben Dover,

spokesman for Lexington Mayor Jim Newberry,
said, “The popularity of the bike program was so
obvious, the bikes have been in virtual constant
use since day one. They're so popular, we've
even had one complaint that they can sometimes
be difficult to find.”

To prevent a reoccurrence of the bike shortage,
the car fleet will start at 100 units with plans to add
50 more if the cars are also widely used. 943
vacuums & 1,007 rainwear ouftfits will initially be
distributed.

Rules for the new items will be much the same as
the bikes. For a small fee, program users can
obtain a key that will fit any of the 100 Corvettes.
